These rules apply to individuals who may hunt, fish, trap, or otherwise take or possess wildlife.
These rules also provide reference information for identification, classification and protection
status of fish and wildlife.

What isthe purpose of these rules?
These rules establish the classification and protection of wildlife including big game animals,

upland game animals, game birds, game fish, fur-bearing animals, protected non-game species,
and unprotected wildlife. These rulesreflect that Section 36-201, 1daho Code, classifies predatory
wildlife.

What isthelegal authority for the agency to promulgate thisrule?

Game Species. Those species of wildlife classified as Big Game Animals, Upland Game Animals,
Game Birds, Migratory Birds, Game Fish/Crustacea, or Furbearing Animals may be taken only in accordance with

Section 201
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IDAHO ADMINISTRATIVE CODE IDAPA 13.01.06
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Idaho law and Commission rules. (3-31-22)
02. Protected Nongame and Threatened or Endangered Species. No person may take or possess

those species of wildlife classified as Protected Nongame, or Threatened or Endangered at any time or in any manner,
except as provided in Idaho Code (including Sections 36-106(€), and 36-1107), and Commission rules. Protected
Nongame status is not intended to prevent unintentional take of these species, protection of persona health or safety,
limit property and building management, or prevent management of animals to address public health concerns or
agricultural damage. (3-31-22)

03. Unprotected and Predatory Wildlife. Those species of wildlife classified as Unprotected Wildlife
and Predatory Wildlife may be taken in any amount, at any time, and in any manner, by holders of the appropriate
valid Idaho hunting, trapping, fishing, or combination license, provided such taking is not otherwise in violation of
federal, state, county, or city laws, rules, ordinances, or regulations. (3-31-22)
